   MINUTES OF JULY 14, 2011 HELENA PUBLIC ART COMMITTEE MEETING

1. Vivian Hayes, Chair called the meeting to order and establish a quorum with members present: Carol Swanson, Jim Gilman, Russ Cargo, Karen Sturm, Carol Montgomery and Bobi Harris. Also present was Kathy Macefield (Staff).  Lora Behlmer and Ellen Bell from the HCC were also in attendance.  HPAC members absent were Russ Cargo, Thomas Chvileck , Amy Teegarden and Matt Elsaesser. 
2.   Carol Swanson agreed to write up the meeting notes.

3.  Carol Montgomery made a motion to approve minutes from the June 9, 2011 meeting with Bobi Harris seconding the morition. All present were in agreement to accept the motion.

D.  Food vendors included Mustard’s Last Stand, Coney Island, Shaved Ice, Dipping Dots and the Dive Bakery.
E. Publicity posters were given to members to distribute around town.  Kathy said a radio psa was done that was distributed to Helena area radio stations, and would do 4 5-minute radio interviews on Friday, July 15.   Vivian and Carol S. were on HCTV with Brian Lamour on June 27;  Kathy was on Headline Helena with Paul Stark on July 6;  Jim and Kathy were on Coffeebreak with Jay Scott on July 7.  

F.  Forty dollars in last year’s donations from the HPAC members remain available for scholarships.  Kathy and Ellen each donated $10 for scholarships for this year.  The HPAC members stated their willingness to donate more If any more scholarship donations are needed.

City website Logo.  Lora Behlmer and Ellen Bell from the HCC spoke of the desire to create a new City logo for the City’s website.  The HPAC was asked to help either design a logo or advertise an RFP to design it.  The logo would be a more colorful version of the present water tower.  The HPAC expressed interest in helping with the RFP and selection process.  Ellen will check with the City Manager to see if there is a budget for the project.

Updates:

A.  Trolley Block Murals.  Kathy presented the members with new time line for the Trolley Block Murals.  She is waiting for word from the artist as addressing the new time line for this project.  All members are eagerly anticipating the project’s installation.

B. HCC Integration.  All members were given the HPAC Expectations document dated June 14, 2011.  Ellen explained the process to get things on the HCC agenda – things must first go to the Executive Committee who meets in the middle of the month. 
C. Community Art Show.  A discussion was held on updating the time line and letter of December 9 which would be given to Community Development Director Sharon Haugen.  Carol Swanson will be attending the July 27, 2011 meeting of the HCC to present the information regarding the Community Art Show and asking for their support.  The show is planned for the last 2 weeks in February- early March at the Capitol Rotunda.  
D. Bob Morgan Installation.  Jeff and Jeannie Morrison commissioned two original painting by Bob Morgan and a ceremony was held at the airport on June 22, 2011.  At least 50 people were in attendance with each HPAC member receiving the program.  HCTV filmed the program which will be appearing on the HPAC website in the new future.
E. Airport Gallery Space.  Karen Sturm submitted a MOU from the City of Springfield Missouri, Springfield Regional Arts Council and the Sky Gallery.  This document was reviewed by the committee and parts can be used as a model for the Helena Airport MOU in the future.
F. Open Studios Tour, September 10, 2011 held from Noon to 5pm.  Kathy Macefield updated the committee on the upcoming project.  Your Time has been contacted to see if the OST guide can be used on their cover and have a feature article.  Kathy is working on the OST Guide and Lora said she could   convert it to Adobe Illustrator before sending off to the printer.  A new GIS map has been made for the OST Guide.  Linda McCray is working with the photos to create the cover which will have their location numbers for the map but not their names. There are 24 artists this year for the OST.  Prize for the ticket holders were discussed, and include an oval plate by Jim Gilman, Ukranian egg by Jo Lee Hawkins, 2 Montana Star Quilts books by Linda Parker, and 2 Holter Museum memberships.   Radio and tv interviews will be scheduled.  
G. Butte-Sanders Traffic Circle.  The small snail was repaired by a portable welder at a cost of $130.00.  It looks as good as new.
